New Look and Feel

· Menu on main page

· Menu on charts

· Floatable toolbar replaces buttons on bottom of table and chart.

· Go to first site navigation button on toolbar

· Go to last site navigation button on toolbar

· More real estate on table and chart

· Frequency and date choices moved to menu.

· Site selection moved to toolbar.

· Applet fills entire browser

· Applet resizes when browser is resized

Overall Increase in Performance

· Ability to handle unlimited amounts of data*.  The applet manages memory internally to allow virtually unlimited amount of data.  
· Faster filtering
· Faster navigation between sites.
· Faster scrolling
· Faster mass edits
· Improved performance in charting.
* - The applet manages 32MB of ram for handling all the data it would need.  The user must have at least enough memory for this and other operations such as charting.

New Filtering Capabilities

· Custom Date Range filtering – filter between any range of dates

· Custom Frequency filtering 

· Filter using wildcards

· Filter using comma separated list of frequencies

· Filter to number of readings per day

· Filter to bogus plus first reading of day.

Enhanced Editing capabilities:

· Custom mass edit – Using custom mass edit, the user can edit multiple sites for a specific label or labels in one operation.

· Mass edit can be done now on keep selected cells.

· The discard edits button will revert table back to the last saved state.

Enhanced Charting:

· Graph editable and non-editable data.

· Non-contiguous cells can be selected for charting.

· Support for multiple charts at same time.

· Advanced intersection technique figures out all common points between selections and only graphs those values.  (For example, if one column selected had data for every two hours, and the other column had hourly data, only the values that were common between both series would be graphed.) 

· Ability to chart select regions of a column or columns instead of having to chart entire columns.

· Ability to change the title of a chart.

· Chart resizes when chart window is resized.

· Hole values: the user can show holes in data as –99.9 or show them as gaps in the graph. There is a button on the toolbar and an option in the menu to toggle between these views.

Security:

· Sites that are outside of a user’s jurisdiction will be non-editable in the DMP editor.  The user will be able to view and chart the data, but will not be able to modify the values.

Printing:

· The table and chart can be printed by selecting print from the toolbar or the menu. (Printing in the current release of Java is slow, and the amount of data sent to the printer is large.  Future releases of Java should improve printing performance.)

Exporting:

· The data that is in the table can be exported to a file by selecting export from the file menu.  The export command will export the same data that is currently in the table in comma separated format.

· A chart can be saved to a file in JPEG format by selecting Save As IMG from the file menu.
