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The New Water Year started on October 1, so the snow water equivalent
values for each of the basins in this report were reset at that time.

Since October 1, there has been a cool weather pattern over the
northwestern US, with snow reported in many areas. While early snow at
this time of year is not unusual, 1t is well above average for this time of
year with the low averages for this date. Please see the respective state
reports for the actual snow water equivalent and cumulative precipitation
amounts at the stations in the states and basins listed below.
