1. Have Maggie Dunklee and Deb provide protocols for informing her of field activities that  require them to make changes to the database or arrange for diff. telemetry.

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Campbell Training on CR Basic and loggernet.  (Campbell will provide training for free at next FOW.)

1. Need to arrange training from Maiden Rock for new radio.  May do when Maiden Rock is in Portland to test new master station components.

1. Next FOW may be in Alaska.

1. Request Verizon provide a plan data usage report monthly for each station on cell modems.

1. Push towards better consistency in temperature sensor placement, sampling, wiring, and test optional sensors (CS109) to replace YSI.

1. Continue with contractor to develop calibration curve and lookup table to correct historical data of YSI Extended Range Sensor.  Correct using existing temperature readings rather than voltages to preserve edits.

1. Snow Scales (Be sure to install providing adequate drainage and good foundation to prevent water ponding around electronics box, and to prevent the frame from being pressed into the subsurface by the weight of the snow.

1. Campbell logger CR Basic summary data such as totalize, max, min and avg can be accidently set to zero.  TO prevent this, use the “preserve variable” commend  to save data that has not been moved to final storage. 

1. Dirk Baker (Campbell) offered to model the effects of temperature on our SNOTEL precip gages  to help determine the diurnal fluctuation.  Free!!
