WERA Annual Report California
The past year has been a period of restart and reorganization for the state climate office of California.  A new agreement between the California Department of Water Resources (DWR) and the National Climatic Data Center was signed designating DWR the state climate office (SCO).  Since that time the state climatologist has been organizing elements of DWR activities under the SCO including the California Irrigation Management Information System (CIMIS) and the California Data Exchange Center (CDEC) databases.  Looking ahead to the coming year the SCO is planning to work with agency personnel and university researchers under the Agency and Academic Research Collaborative (AARC) on a variety of topics.
